Queen Elizabeth High School’'s Engagement session was held on Monday,
March 30 at 7pm. Parents and Guardians were invited to attend online or in-
person. We had 17 parent/guardians attend online and 5 in-person for a total
of 22 participants.

Keep offering opportunities for students to take part in activities and
trips outside of the school. | believe that workbooks for courses (such
as math) should not have fees attached.
